Host an Assembly
An assembly is a great way to reach 
out to a wider group or the whole pupil 
body. It can be delivered by staff or 
pupils (or delivering together is always 
fun!) and you can even invite other 
staff, parents, and carers to join in - 
reaching the whole community at once.

Help pupils prepare for a litter pick and 
access the equipment they will need 
(bags, gloves, litter pickers etc). 
 If they are planning to run a bigger 
clean up, perhaps inviting parents/
carers & community members to join, 
then you may be able to support 
by extending invitations, helping 
with timings and carrying out a risk 
assessment with them.

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HOW TO COMPLETE THE INVESTIGATE STAGE

We’ve created a simple audit to help 
identify single-use plastics in different 
areas across the school. Some of the 
required data will be readily available 
and pupils will be able to complete the 
questions just by looking around the 
site. Some may need input from other 
staff members such as the catering 
team, school business managers or 
senior leaders.

Encourage pupils to seek out 
information from members of staff and 
collect data from other sources to build 
their confidence as leaders. There are 
plenty of tips on how to collect data 
included in the audit tool too. 

Investigate other waste streams 
Your pupils could carry out further 
investigations of waste streams that 
are currently not well understood, 
for example, plastic waste 
generated from packed lunches.

Learn about how plastic waste  
enters the ocean and the impacts  
this can cause. 

Uncover how plastic pollution in the 
ocean can cause trouble for marine life 
by learning about the food chains of 
some amazing sea creatures.

Empowering pupils to think and act 
on behalf of their community will 
build their skills and confidence to 
make decisions and act as leaders.

Common Seas is a social enterprise tackling the plastic 
pollution crisis by driving new policy, investing in the 
circular economy and catalysing a cultural shift in how 
we make, use and dispose of plastic.

Our mission is to quickly and significantly reduce the 
amount of plastic produced and stop it polluting our 
rivers and seas.

We want every child to experience the wonders of our 
ocean, while learning about the complex problem of 
plastic pollution, so they can be part of a future free from 
plastic waste.

Kids Against Plastic was founded by teenagers Amy and 
Ella Meek. When they found out about the harm caused 
by plastic pollution they needed to do something about 
it. They created KAP - a charity by kids, for kids - to 
inspire and motivate others to take action too.

Since 2018, they’ve picked up over 90,000 pieces of 
single-use plastic litter (and developed an app to log it!), 
and gathered a team of incredible kids around the UK  
who are tackling plastic pollution. 
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
